Chiropractic Association had drafted a Bill and would be presenting it for the 
2015 Legislation Session.

It was moved by Mr. Coiner to 
send a letter directing them to the Boards laws and rules and directing any 
additional questions to their legal counsel. There was no second. Motion died for 
lack of a second.

Board letter that was sent to them and that the Board’s answer has not changed. 
It was seconded by Mr. Coiner. Motion carried. Dr. Henze abstained.  
 
The Board reviewed a letter asking if the Board has a law or rule that addresses 
chiropractors being allowed to evaluate, manage and determine if an athlete can 
return to play for concussions. It was moved by Mr. Coiner to send a letter stating 
the Board’s laws or rules do not address this issue and refer them to the Board’s 
laws and rules. It was seconded by Dr. McKay. Motion carried. Dr. Henze voted 
nay.
