OLD BUSINESS
HB 433 UPDATE

Ms. Nickel updated Board members on the discussion with Ms. Cory, Ms. Ellis,
Ms. Chatburn, Ms. Benson and Mr. Ellsworth in regard to House Bill 433, the
Student Tuition Work Off/Credit.

The Student Tuition Work Off/Credit was written into the definition of
compensation in Idaho Code 54-4002(3) and will not be considered a form of
compensation in Idaho. Discussion was also held on adding the two following
sections to Idaho Code 54-4007 “(10) Establish requirements for a student tuition
credit program” and “(11) Establish requirements for a temporary permit”. This
will grant the Board the ability to oversee the Student Tuition Work Off/Credit
program and give them the ability to create provisional and temporary permits.
After discussion these two sections were drafted as proposed changes.

All parties agreed these changes were beneficial to students enrolled in a
massage therapy program that offers the Student Tuition Work Off/Credit
program.



Ms. Cory said she, Ms. Ellis and Ms. Benson met with Representative Sims to
discuss the proposed changes. Representative Sims expressed her concerns
but stated she would speak with the other Representatives about the changes.

Ms. King made a motion to continue granting Ms. Chatburn and Ms. Nickel
authorization to speak on the Board’s behalf while working on the proposed
changes. It was seconded by Ms. Chatburn. Motion carried.

Ms. Chatburn made a motion to grant Ms. Cory the authorization to speak, if
needed, on behalf of the Board at the Senate hearing with regard to the
proposed changes. It was seconded by Ms. King. Motion carried.
