PROPOSED LAW & RULE DISCUSSION

Mr. Hales presented the following draft proposal to the members of the Board:

041. FEES.
01. Fees. Necessary fees shall accompany applications. Fees shall not be refundable. (3-29-10)
02. Initial Licensure. The fee for initial licensure of occupational therapists shall be one

hundred fifteen dollars ($11500) and the fee for occupational therapy assistants shall be eighty seventy-five
dollars ($875).—{3-29-10)( )

03. Limited Permit or Temporary License. The fee for a limited permit or temporary
license shall be thirty twenty-five dollars ($3025). {3-29-10)( )
04. Active License Renewal Fee. The annual renewal fee for an active license shall be
seventy fifty-five dollars ($7055) for occupational therapists and fifty thirty-five dollars ($356) for
occupational therapy assistants. {4-7-21)( )
05. Reinstatement Fee. The fee to reinstate a lapsed license shall be thirty-five dollars ($35).

06. Inactive License Renewal Fee. The annual renewal fee for an inactive license shall be



ity twenty-five dollars ($259) for occupational therapists and occupational therapy assistants. {4-7-21)( )

07. Inactive to Active License Fee. The fee for reinstating an inactive license to an active
license is the difference between the current inactive and active license renewal fees. (4-7-11)

Mr. Watts, IOTA Legislative Advisor, stated the Association is in support of this
proposal.

A motion was made by Ms. Guidry to approve the draft as written and submit it to
the Governor’s Office. It was seconded by Ms. Davis-Martin. Motion carried. The
Board also stated that once approved, it will send the proposed rule change to
other interested parties.
