The meeting was called to order at 8:30 AM MST by Victor Villegas. 
  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES  
 
A motion was made by Mr. Holton to approve the minutes of November 2, 2011. 
Seconded by Mr. Wilder, motion carried. 
 
LEGISLATIVE REPORT 
 
Mr. Hales presented the Legislative report. The Board’s proposed rules were 
presented to the Senate and the House and approved with the exception of Rule 
375.02.c At least 50% of education is mandatory and cannot be substituted by 
experience which was struck from the proposed rules. Any future rule changes must 
go through the negotiated rule making process. The proposed rules will go in effect at 



the end of the Legislative session. The Board thanked Mr. Hales for his time and 
effort in representing the Board. 
 
Mr. Annen would like the minutes to reflect that he feels that having Rule 375.02.c 
struck from the proposed rules is a disservice to the citizens of Idaho. Several public 
members testified and he feels they misrepresented the Board and the intent of the 
proposed rules which is to ensure public safety.  
 
TO DO LIST 
 
Mr. Hales discussed the To Do List with the Board members regarding future law and 
rule change ideas. The Board discussed the issue regarding Association of Boards 
Certification approving continuing education courses and determined that there 
would not be any future law changes. 
 
The second issue was regarding the definition of responsible charge time and how to 
count Responsible Charge time when on-call. The Board determined that on-call time 
is not up to the Board to determine, but up to the employer and supervisor signing 
the form. 
 
FINANCIAL REPORT 
 
Ms. Hall presented the financial report to members of the Board, which showed  
a cash balance of $462,085.99 with revenues of $101,687.00and expenditures of 
$106,143.45 as of 1/31/2012. The Bureau and several other agencies are working 
together and are in the process of purchasing a new licensing system.  
 
MEMORANDUM 
 
Mr. Nelson presented case WWP-2012-1 to the Board members for discussion.  
 
A motion was made by Mr. Wilder to close case WWP-2012-1. Seconded by Mr. 
Bennion, motion carried.

A motion was made by Mr. Burnell to accept the Finds of Fact, Conclusions of Law 
and Final Order for case number WWP-2012-4 and for the Board Chair to sign.

Mr. Larson presented to the Board the Draft letter regarding BATs on Fire 
Suppression Systems. The Board accepted the content of the letter as presented. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Wilder to approve the letter and send it to all current BAT 
licensees and post the letter to their website along with links to the codes referred to 
in the letter. The Board appreciates the Fire Marshall’s offer for his office to cover the 
mailing expenses for the letter. Seconded by Mr. Holton, motion carried.

Mr. Ellsworth reminded the Board to direct any questions regarding licensure, 
renewals, or CE questions to the Bureau or the Board secretary.

ASSOCIATION OF BOARDS CERTIFICATION CONTRACT 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Bennion to accept the 2012 ABC contract and for the 
Bureau to sign. Seconded by Mr. Holton, motion carried. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS 
 
Mr. Villegas recognized the public members in the audience. 
 
Ms. Roberts addressed the Board. She thanked the Board for the work it put forth in 
the proposed rules; however, she felt that the mandatory education rule would have 
been too expensive for the operators or the system owners. She stated that Idaho 
Rural Water Association would like to continue working together as partners to 
protect public health.  
 
Mr. Amick addressed the Board. Mr. Amick stated that the education expenses are 
not in the budgets of small cities and that he did not agree with the mandatory 
proposed rule. 



Mr. Annen expressed his concern about those who testified being Class I and II’s and 
the proposed rule effecting Class III & IV’s. 
 
WASHINGTON STATE BAT LICENSES FOR ENDORSEMENT 
 
The Board revisited the motion made in the 5/13/2009 and 11/4/2009 minutes 
regarding Washington State BAT licenses for endorsement in Idaho. The Board 
agreed that WA does not meet the minimum requirements and the motion still stands. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Wilder to direct the Board secretary to send a letter to the 
applicant who raised the question that the WA BAT licenses are not recognized in 
Idaho for endorsement, and to inform the applicant that he/she would need to take 
the Idaho 32 hours course and take the exam. Seconded by Mr. Bennion, motion 
carried. 
 
ABC CONFERENCE UPDATE 
 
Mr. Lee updated the Board on the ABC Annual Conference that he attended in 
Florida. ABC would like to see an Idaho Board member on the ABC Board. The 
Board agreed it would be too expensive and require more time than what is available. 
ABC is 
working on Class III & IV exams and is working on making sure exams are 
defendable in court. Mr. Lee stated that a Board member should attend each year. 
 
ABC PASS / FAIL REPORT 
 
The Board discussed the 2011 ABC Pass / Fail report for Idaho. The discussion led 
into the correspondence received from ABC regarding an operator voluntary 
opportunity to be involved in the Passing Score Study. Mr. Burnell encouraged Board 
members to participate. Ms. Roberts will research the possibility of contacting section 
leaders to get the word out to operators. 
 
The ABC Pass / Fail report showed that passing scores were higher for online exams 
verses written exams and the Class III and IV exams have a lower passing rate 
overall.  
 
ONLINE EVALUATION FORM 
 
Ms. Miles presented the Board members with a draft for an online exam evaluation 
form for operators to complete. The results to will be presented to the Board at its 
next meeting. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Lee to approve the evaluation form and to distribute it to 
online examinees for the March 2012 exam. Seconded by Mr. Burnell, motion 
carried. 
 
 
 
 



NEW APPLICATION FORMS 
 
Ms. Miles presented new operator applications for licensure and exam to the Board 
for review. The new applications will reflect the proposed rules when they go into 
effect. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Holton to accept the new applications and post to the 
website after the proposed rules go into effect. Seconded by Mr. Bennion, motion 
carried. 
 
CORRESPONDENCE 
 
The Board reviewed correspondence from Tressa Nichols, Department of 
Environmental Quality regarding Board members attending and speaking at the 2012 
Water Reuse Conference. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Holton to approve expenditures for Mr. Annen and Mr. 
Bennion to attend the 2012 Water Reuse Conference and to inform operators of the 
new rules. Seconded by Mr. Lee, motion carried. 
 
The Board reviewed correspondence from American Water College regarding listing 
the college under the Training and Study link on the Board’s website. The Board 
would like a link to all the approved CE and a disclaimer that not all CE from 
American Water College has been preapproved by the Board. 
 
The Board reviewed correspondence from Kathryn Elliot, DEQ, regarding splitting 
CEUs when a course, for example, has been approved for 0.8 CEUs and the 
operator attends only half the course. The Board determined that the operator will not 
be given half of the CEUs, he/she must attend the whole course to receive the 
approved amount of CEUs. 
 
The Board reviewed correspondence from CEU Plan in regards to becoming the 
Authorized Provider of the International Association for Continuing Education and 
Training (IACET). The Board determined that CEU Plan would still need to submit the 
Education Approval Application along with all supporting documentation in order for 
the Board to approve courses. The Board directed the Bureau to contact CEU Plan 
regarding the advertising of expired courses on their website.

A motion was made by Mr. Lee that Dean Renniger’s Bachelor’s Degree in 
Environmental Science meets the four year education requirement and the 
continuing education submitted from the Mariana Islands Water Operator Association 
can be used toward educational requirements. However, in order to use it to meet the 
annual requirements, a CE application must be submitted with the supporting 
documentation for the Board to review. Seconded by Mr. Holton, motion carried. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Wilder that applicant number 901044102 must submit an 
application for licensure, pay the fees, submit all required documentation, and take 
the exam. His drinking water license has been expired over two years and cannot be 
reinstated according to Idaho Statute 54-2411. Seconded by Mr. Annen, motion 
carried. Mr. Burnell abstained.
